 Klaus Woerner Skilled Trades Hall of Fame 

Since 1989, Skills Canada – Ontario has promoted the skilled trades and technologies as viable first choice career options to youth in Ontario. Throughout the years we have had countless supporters and friends from industry, education and government. One such supporter was Klaus Woerner, the late founder of ATS (Automation Tooling Systems). 

The Klaus Woerner Skilled Trades Hall of Fame was launched in 2006. The first posthumous inductee was Klaus Woerner, founder of ATS Automation Tooling Systems.

PURPOSE: To recognize people who have made significant contributions to the advancement of skilled trades and technologies by inducting them into The Klaus Woerner Skilled Trades Hall of Fame. Advancement can broadly include invention, innovation or advocacy in Education/Training, Entrepreneurship, Industry or Leadership.

NOMINATION CRITERIA

Two nominators are needed per candidate to ensure the nominee’s consideration.

FREQUENCY: Candidates may be nominated annually. A call for nominations will be undertaken on September 1 with a deadline of January 15.  An announcement of inductees will take place the following March.
The Board of Directors of Skills Canada - Ontario may determine that no one should be inducted, or that more than one individual should be inducted in any given year.
NOMINATING PROCEDURE: Nomination for induction into The Klaus Woerner Skilled Trades Hall of Fame will be made to the Board of Directors of Skills Canada – Ontario using the official Nomination Form below. 
Multiple nominations of any candidate by several groups or individuals are strongly discouraged as all nominations are given full and careful consideration regardless of how many times they were nominated.

DEADLINE: Nominations must be postmarked on or before January 11 to be considered for the next induction ceremony.

SELECTION: The Selection Committee comprised of three Board Members and the Executive Director will consider all valid nominations and submit its recommendations to the Skills Canada – Ontario Board of Directors. These recommendations will be reviewed by the Skills Canada - Ontario Board and final selections made at least one month prior to the Awards Ceremony. The Board of Directors shall consider only nominees proposed by the Selection Committee.

The Selection Committee may present candidate(s) for induction into The Klaus Woerner Skilled Trades & Technologies Hall of Fame at a regular or special meeting. The Board's decision will be final.

ANNOUNCEMENT: Public announcement of all inductees will take place in March. The selected inductees will be honoured at the annual Skills Canada – Ontario Fundraising Dinner. 

PRESENTATION: The inductee will be presented with a lasting memento at the induction ceremony. The recipient will publicly acknowledge with appropriate remarks.

If the recipient is unable to attend the presentation ceremony, for some reason of health or other extenuating circumstance, the award may be received and acknowledged by an appropriate representative on the inductee's behalf.
