THE CHALLENGE:

Teams of two students (from the same school) will film, produce and edit a music video promoting
the Cardboard Boat Races. This challenge is a provincial challenge, as all videos submitted from
each location will be judged as one competition.

Teams should come prepared with prior knowledge of Skills Canada — Ontario, as well as a good
understanding of the Cardboard Boat Races rules and regulations.

Videos will be judged on film quality, creativity, content, overall impression and adherence to rules.
Videos from all event locations will be reviewed and evaluated by the same panel of judges.
Medals will be awarded for the top 3 videos. Please refer to the judging sheet for the scoring
breakdown.

The video that wins the gold medal may be shown across the province to promote the Cardboard
Boat Races.

TEACHERS:
Teachers (advisors) are not to give any advice to their students on the day of the event except to
point out safety concerns. This challenge is designed to test problem solving skills and should
demonstrate:

e Production and editing skills e Time Management

e Research skills e Teamwork and Leadership

e Communication o Creativity

ELIGIBILITY:
Affiliated elementary schools may enter two (2) teams of two (2) students each.
Please note registration is on a first-come, first-serve basis.
Students participating in the Cardboard Boat Races as a boat team member cannot register
in the Video Challenges as a video team member.
Teams must be made up of students from the same school.




REGISTRATION PROCESS:
Step #1 — Teachers reserve team space(s) online at https://register.skillsontario.com. This
must be done at least 2 weeks prior to the event.
Step #2 — Teachers or students register team members online at least one week prior to the
event.
Step #3 — Fax in signed individual team member consent forms to (519) 749-6322 at least
one week prior to the event.

VIDEO SPECIFICATIONS:
Videos can be 60 - 80 seconds in length.
All footage must be filmed on-site at the event.
Videos must not contain any verbal narration or interviews.
Videos should highlight all aspects of the event.
If teams choose to use text within their video, it must be shown in both official languages
(English and French).
Computer imaging, copyright cleared music and special effects are encouraged during the
editing and production process.
Videos must be submitted in both DVD and CD format (i.e. avi, .mpg, .wmv, or mpeg
format).
Both copies of the submitted video must indicate the team members’ full names, school,
advisors’ contact information and event location on both the protective cover and the disc.
